Pinch like this
Keep light tension in tape

① Keep light tension in the tape and wrap it approximately 10 times clockwise 
as the arrow in the sketch shown.

② Continue wrapping around from the edge of crank with sliding gradually
      as sketch shown.

Sealing tape

Leave 2 to 3 
threads exposed

② Wrap gradually 
toward the 
base

① Wrap near 
the edge

The point is to make 

taping as a bulged shape.

③ Tear off the sealing tape after its 
suitable length wrapped around, 
then pinch the bulged portion to fit 
to the thread perfectly.

●If the shut-off valve does not face 
directly down by even a little, 
this will make it difficult to adjust 
open/shut control and to clean 
strainer for maintenance. 
Make sure to install such that 
the shut-off valve faces directly 
down.

●Make sure the two lock nuts 
of cranks are fixed up at same 
line position.

Caution
●If the packings remain 

in the lock nut of crank, 
move and set them to 
check valve surface.

●In order to avoid product damage or 
get injury, pay careful attention not to 
drop heavy faucet body onto the floor 
or onto your body.

●Fix the shut-off valve facing directly 
down to make it possible for water 
supply operation and for cleaning 
the strainers for maintenance.

At the same line

Caution
Do not wrap the sealing tape 
to opposite direction which 
will make it loosen and 
leakage. 

Caution
Do not turn back the crank with 
wrapped seal tapes after 
tightening up to the supply 
pipes. Leakage may happen 
by such loosening.

Caution
●Make sure the crank does not rotate  while 

tightening the lock nuts.
●Tighten the lock nuts of cranks fully to avoid water 

leakage.

Caution

Pinch the sealing tape with a slight 
force to make it strongly fit to thread 
of the cranks. 

(1) Install the main body. (2) Install the handheld shower set.

① Check that the two check 
valves are inserted between 
the main body and the two 
cranks, then tighten the 
lock nuts by hand.

Install the shower hose and handheld shower.② Keep the crank position withou rotating, use 
a monkey wrench or similar to tighten the lock nuts fully. 
(Cover with a towel or equivallent to protect the product 
from scratching.)

Remove any sealing tape residue and dirt inside pipes and rinse out pipes
 to ensure that dirt has been completely removed from their inside.

Please ask your specialized plumbers for installation of faucets and shower ,and follow their instruction and precaution.

Maintenance

① Install the cranks to hot and cold water 
supply pipes respectively. Use an 
adjustable wrench to tighten each 
crank. The actual rotation number to 
install is 1 rotation less than the number 
above you counted in (1) 1 on each 
crank.

② Additinally tighten the cranks as the final rotation 
and set the cranks position where the shut off 
valve facing directly down. Check each crank to 
be tighten enough. Also, check the water leaking 
from the joint now. Close the check valves and 
open the water supply to check the water 
leakage.  
And do not rotate the cranks on counter clock 
wise during instalation.
